How do you follow an act like that?

This month we travel into the busiest times of

the Church year. We continue our journey through Lent
and April culminates by arriving at the "highest" holy
days for the Liturgical Christian Church- the week of
our Lord's Passion and the festival of the Resurrection
of our Lord!

In our readings and liturgy, we will journey with Jesus
and his followers as they enter Jerusalem on the day of
Palms. We will break bread and drink from the cup with
them on Passover. We will numbly grasp the sounds of
the arrest, feeling the fear and chaos, as the disciples
scatter. We will witness the callousness of the crowd
turning against him as they shout, "Crucify him!" We
will again be shocked and dismayed as the one who was
hailed "King" is nailed to a cross and suffers the most
horrible form of execution known to humankind. We
will listen in silence as the lifeless body of Christ is re-
moved from the cross and laid in a borrowed tomb. We
will wait through the day that disappears from the an-
nals of history- the day the Creator and Lover of the uni-
verse lies in death's cold grip.

Then, with awe, amazement, almost disbelief, we will
hear the news, "The one you seek is not here [in the
tomb], CHRIST IS RISEN!"

Did you know that the Easter morning sermon is one of

\\\§ Upon hearing the news and investigating the empty

tomb, we could simply return home as the two dis-
ciples did in the Easter morning Gospel reading accord-
ing to John, or we could follow the example of Mary
after her encounter with the Resurrected Christ. Mary’s
response is a confession and proclamation: "I have seen
the Lord!"

We, too encounter the Risen Lord. We encounter him
in Scriptures that “cradle” the Word of God to us.
That Word of God is Jesus. We encounter Jesus in the
Holy Sacraments where we receive his ""body and
blood given and shed for you," and also eat and drink
with Jesus just as his first followers did. We encounter
him when we share our food with the "least of these'
through our various of ministries. And we also en-
counter him, as he promised, in a unique way when we
gather together for worship in his name.

We, like Mary, can confess and proclaim an encounter
with the One who suffers and dies and is raised up to
new life! We are called to jump into the story.

How do you follow an act like that?

The best way to start is to share this great and grand
news with a family member, friend, neighbor, or loved
one. Share our worship schedule with them and invite
them “to come and see!”

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Pastor Ritvaw writes about

We’re half way through our study of Unbinding Your
Heart. Here are some snippets of what we have
learned so far:

e Evangelism is anything you or I do to help another
person move closer to a relationship with God, or
into Christian community(p.13). It happens when
we share with others why being in a relationship
with God and in the church matters (see p. 23).

e Evangelism begins with our relationship with God,
a relationship fostered through prayer (Chapter 2).
When we pray, we show up. When we pray,
we let God know that we are present and
available for whatever God has in mind. So,
we are learning how to listen for God in prayer (p.
115 & Prayer Journal)

e In evangelistic churches, “what happens in
church doesn’t stay in church” because lives
are transformed. Those changes ripple out into all
our other relationships (p. 51).

e The good news that we have to share is this:
“God loves us extravagantly....There is no
sin, no resentment, no bitterness, no
wound, no fear, no illness, no loneliness
that Christ cannot forgive, dissolve, heal,
cure, fill (p. 52).

e Almost 60% of new members first visit a
church because a person invited them or
they knew someone in the church. 30-40% return
because of the welcome, warmth and authenticity
of the people (p. 64-5).

e The top 3 reasons for joining a church include
“something was missing in my life,” “I'd been
thinking religious things for a long time,” and fam-
ily/children motivations (p. 66).

e People are most open to becoming involved
with Christ and his church during seasons
of change in their lives: marriage, birth of a
child, a moving to a new home, illness,
death of a loved one, divorce, loss of a job
and so forth (p.66).

In the weeks ahead we will finish our reading of Un-
binding Your Heart and keeping our prayer journals.
But that will not be the end of this journey into real life
evangelism. Rather this is only the beginning.

I am inviting each one of you to bring a guest
or two or three to church on Easter Sunday.
