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From the Pastor . . .

To the delight of some and the dismay
\l@w of others, it’s already September!
Where does the time go? For me, this
was a very fast summer; perhaps one of the fastest I've
experienced. And yet, it was still three months - same as
always. Time is mysterious like that.

In the ancient Greek language used in the New Testa-
ment, there are two types of time: chronos and kairos.

Chronos time is sequential time. It refers to the
simple passage of time. Seconds turn into minutes,
minutes turn into hours; hours turn into days, days

to weeks, weeks to months, months to years, and

on and on and on. The concept of chronos time is
caught in the prologue to an old television show: “as
sand through an hour glass, so are the days of our
lives.” The Greek word “chronos” is the root of our
word chronology. I think most of the world lives in this
kind of time.

Kairos time is special time. For the Greeks and the writ-
ers of the New Testament the word kairos was used to
denote “opportune time”, the right time, the special time
of an event, occasion, or season. If fact, theologians re-
fer to the “Christ event” as a “kairos” time -
that is to say, it is a unique event, a special
occasion within the stream of sequential
time. Kairos time interrupts chronos time.

That’s not as deep or as high-minded as if
may appear at first glance. Over the course of our years
(chronos time), we’ve all experienced special events or
unique occasions (kairos time). Many of our encounters
with kairos time, the unique events or special occasions,
have the potential to have a lasting effect on our
chronos time. '
For an everyday example, think of a couple that LN
have been married for some time. The day they

first met, or the moment one decided to court the other,
was an opportune time or kairos time that affected the
course of their chronos time.

Why spend time struggling to explain the difference in
time? Because as baptized and called people of God, our
chronos time has been permanently affected by God’s
kairos time. Our lives and existence have been interrupt-
ed by God’s love and activity in history. The life, death,
and resurrection of Jesus Christ is an unique event that

brings new potentials to every aspect of our
sequential time.

We are awakening to the powerful activity of the Holy
Spirit in and through us. God is calling us and using us
to carry on the incredible mission started by Christ,
continued through the Apostles and generations of Je-
sus followers and now to us. That is so evident that we
can only miss it by deliberately shutting our eyes to it.
We are about mission. And Zion is the most exciting
congregation in the region to be part of.

In the end, chronos time is indifferent to us; it cares
@» neither for one or the other, the old or the young, the

high or the low. But kairos time bears God’s grace
and love to all. When we gather together for worship,
we step into kairos time. When we still ourselves for
prayer or spend time in God’s word, we enter into
kairos time. When we experience God’s love and care,
kairos time interrupts our chronos time with an eternal
implication. When we answer God’s call to witnessing
and mission, we walk in karios time. God’s kairos time
does not run out with sequential time, but transcends it
and carries us beyond it.

As we live out our sequential time, we not only receive
the special occasion of God’s grace and love, but also
are given the opportunity and responsibility to be the
bearers and sharers of those special times with others.
Christ calls us to be co-workers with him in bringing
the Gospel of salvation to all within our sphere of
chronos. Our lives can be spent in kairos time, unique
and opportune times to affect the lives of others. The
lives of the people of God have the ultimate meaning
and purpose. Ultimately there is nothing else. Sequen-
tial time runs out. In the karios time of Christ, we live
and breathe and have our being.

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Pastor Ritva reports ... on Church-wide Assembly

What is the Churchwide Assembly (CWA)?

Very simply, it is the highest legislative authority %\

of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America
(ELCA). The CWA consists of 1,025 voting

members who are elected by synods on behalf of

more than 4.2 million baptized members of the ELCA.
That’s about 1 voting member for every 4,170 baptized
members of this church. So the CWA is the representa-
tive decision-making body of the ELCA. Its business is
similar to that of our congregation’s annual meeting, but
on a much larger scale.

CWA is much more than just a giant business meeting. It
is first and foremost a gathering around Word and Sac-
rament. Every session begins with devotions. Prayer
precedes every vote, the singing of hymns signals transi-
tions in the agenda. Small group Bible study follows
lunch and prepares us for the afternoon session. Each
day the assembly goes into recess for worship and Holy
Communion. All actions and decisions are thus wrapped
in prayer and praise.

One of the highlights of the CWA was all the wonderful
Lutherans | met from all over the country. The very first
person | met was Mary Johnson, who showed me the
way to the ELCA registration area. When she discovered
where | was from, she told me that Zion (Dav) was also
her husband’s first call. Two days later she caught my
arm as | went by the registration area and introduced me
to her husband, Pastor Donald Johnson who served Zion
1958—1960, alongside Pastor Eric Biedermann. Pastor
Johnson sends his greetings and love to all “the old-
timers” (his words) who might remember him.

The CWA considers resolutions that derive from 3 differ-
ent sources:

e The Church Council

e Synods (these are called “memorials™)

e Voting Members (resolutions and/or amendments)

Here is one example of how the process can work. The
social statement, “Genetics, Faith and Responsibility”
originated in a memorial request from the Northeastern
lowa Synod. The 2005 CWA authorized the Church
Council to develop a social statement on this topic. The
Church Council brought the completed social statement
forward for consideration and approval by the 2011
CWA. The ELCA is now the first North American church
to develop a comprehensive ethical framework for ad-
dressing advances in medical and agricultural research.

Other actions taken by the CWA include:

e ELCA Malaria Campaign, a joint venture with
Lutheran churches in Africa to eradicate this disease
that kills one person in Africa every 45 seconds.

e Living Into the Future Together (LIFT) task-

/; S force proposals for streamlining the churchwide
) organization; ie: moving from a biennial to a trien-

nial cycle of Churchwide Assemblies, restructuring

the ELCA Church Council, and reviewing the pro-

cess for developing social statements.

e Budget proposals for 2012 and 2013; constitutional
amendments were approved.

e Adopted memorials (Synod resolutions) addressing
issues related to bullying, harassment & related vio-
lence in schools/neighborhoods, expanding the
ELCA’s multicultural ministries, supporting immi-
gration reform and the DREAM Act (provides a path
for citizenship for undocumented high school gradu-
ates).

Considering resolutions, keeping track of motions and
amendments is the “work” of the CWA. It kept us in the
plenary hall for most of each day.

The Southeastern lowa voting members also participat-
ed in the paperless pilot project. Instead of being issued
the normal 3-1/2” thick binder of reports, each of us re-
ceived an iPad that gave us access to a feather-light digi-
tal binder. (The iPads were “on loan” - we couldn’t bring
them home)

For me the most inspiring part of the Church-wide As-
sembly was, without a doubt, hearing the stories and
seeing the videos of the work of the ELCA; for example,

e Setting up faith-based social services in Lozhou, Chi-
na

e Helping villagers in the mountains of South America
find simple, sustainable water treatment solutions.

e Providing $12 million in earthquake relief to the
people of Haiti and hearing from the bishop of the
Lutheran Church in Haiti that they refuse to be a
people defined by the rubble left behind by the
earthquake, but instead will be a people defined by
the resurrection.

We also saw and heard many examples of how ELCA
congregations in this country are engaged in doing God’s
work with their hands. My favorite is the story of
Luther’s Table in Renton, WA (visit their website:
wwuw.luther’stable.org)

So what does any of this have to do with us? Well... we
are the ELCA as it is embodied here at 8th & Marquette
in Davenport, IA. We exist in an interdependent set of
relationships with our local synod and the church-wide

organization.

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Our relationship with Kirangare Lutheran Parish
in Tanzania is facilitated through ELCA Global
Mission unit.

The ELCA’s Congregational & Synodical Mission
unit provided the “In the City for Good” grant
that got our neighborhood ministry started.

Our experience with “Unbinding the Gospel”
came about through the work of our Synod’s Di-
rector for Evangelical Mission (ELCA-funded) to
facilitate congregational renewal.

Through the Church-wide organization our gen-
erosity is multiplied over and over. Our $6,300+
for earthquake relief in Haiti, when channeled
through Lutheran Disaster Relief, became $12
million.
